SESSION 2:  ACTIVE SHOOTER WORKSHOP  

 
Chino Hills, CA – The City of Chino Hills invites residents to attend the second in a series of 
four Community Safety Meetings as part of the City’s Healthy Hills initiative.  Session 2 is 
on Thursday, February 7 from 6:00 – 8:00 p.m. at the McCoy Equestrian & Recreation 
Center, 14280 Peyton Drive. The Chino Hills Police Department and Chino Valley Fire 
District will team up to help residents learn how to prepare for an active shooter situation.  
Local survivors of the Route 91 shooting in Las Vegas will recount their experience to 
reinforce the importance of preparing for the unexpected. Participants must pre-register for 
the session by emailing all attendees’ names, addresses, and dates of birth to 
HealthyHills@chinohills.org. Participants will watch the “Run, Hide, Fight” video, learn the 
importance of situational awareness and how to identify threats, and learn how to manage 
traumatic injuries until help arrives.  A question and answer period will follow the 
presentations.
