Proof of Chino Hills residency is required in the form of a photo ID. Vehicles are limited to 

cars, pickup trucks, station wagons, vans, and SUVs. Company vehicles will be turned away. 

Residents with trailers and/or enclosed storage trucks can pick up a voucher at the event for 

free disposal at the transfer station in Pomona.
